Reading

Each child will read at least 2, sometimes 3 times a week.

Reading in school could be completed as a 1:1 session and/or a part of
a guided reading session.

In school there are lots of opportunities for children to be immersed
on the world of reading.

* Reading books are changed every Thursday. The children will take home two
books initially, then move to three books once we start teaching phonics in
groups. If anything has happened to their book, please let us khow.

* Please make it a habit to read with yoyr child and to ask them open-ended
questions such as ‘why do you think...?" so that your child can reqllg
elaborate on their answer and you can also see how much your child has
understood the text.

Phonics Screening Check

In Year 1, the children are required to take the Phonics
Screening Check.

» The children will be asked to sound out words and blend
sounds together.

- The focus of the check is to see which sounds the children
know and therefore the children will be asked to read
made up nonsense words (alien wordsl)

» This check is very similar to tasks the children complete
during phonics lessons.
